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My patient data journey



• All applications for NHS Scotland health data go 
through the Public Benefit and Privacy Panel for Health 
and Social Care (PBPP)

• Their role is “to ensure that applicants have thought 
through the public benefit and privacy implications of 
the proposal”

• Researchers approach the Electronic Data Research and 
Innovation Service (eDRIS) with their proposal and they 
are assigned a Research Coordinator

• Cost determined by the size of the study (£6,000-
£22,000)
